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Frequently Asked Questions

1. Do all donations that come from legacy gifts need to go into the Jewish Endowment Foundation, or can we use some funds for other purposes (i.e. scholarship, capital)

All gifts that come to your organization through Create a Jewish Legacy must be put in the Jewish Endowment Foundation.
2. Can we have access to funds in the endowment? 
The endowment fund is designed to be restricted to interest only. Only In emergency situations should the principal be tapped.


3. Must the Create a Jewish Legacy Steering Committee approve any amendments to our Legacy Work Plan? 
Yes
4. What if we do not make our work plan goals do we still get the $10,000 incentive grant for participating and making a good effort?  
No, you will receive the $10,000 incentive grant only after reaching your goals by the deadline unless your goals have been approved for time extensions or amendments.
5. What if we get an immediate gift for our endowment (as opposed to a planned future gift) from a major donor through the legacy program solicitation? Does this count towards or goal?
Yes
6. How do our legacy solicitations synchronize with other fundraising activities? 
We will discuss specific strategies with your agency team. The legacy solicitation can indeed complement other solicitations.

7. Do we need to share our major donor prospect lists?  
Sharing donor prospect lists is not mandatory.
8. How do we work in collaboration, not competition, with other Jewish organizations seeking legacy gifts from the same donors in the same region? 
We will keep the information confidential, but we will cross-check for duplicate donors. If so, we will discuss possible strategies with each agency.
9. What if every member of our legacy team does not make every training session?

We understand that circumstances might arise that prevent team members from attending every session, but the intent must be there. If we recognize that a team member is truly not participating, we will discuss strategies to either engage or replace that member.
10. Must each member of the legacy team make his or her personal legacy gift? 
 Yes. Of course, you may review with us any unusual circumstances
