Purpose: 

The JCA is looking for an artist to design and install a new donor recognition display at the synagogue to honor donors who have made a legacy pledge to the community.  This display will be a vivid method for publicly recognizing individuals and families who have promised to provide a meaningful monetary donation to the JCA as a part of their financial estate plans. It is essential to the long term sustainability of the institution to encourage such giving and to celebrate the donors in their lifetime. Although there is no set artistic theme, the design should reflect the JCA's values.  These values are:
· We welcome the participation of all people regardless of social class, age, gender, sexual orientation, economic resources, level of religious observance, and self-identifications.

· We recognize, as a Reconstructionist synagogue, that Judaism is evolving, and we embrace newer practices as well as older practices.

· We are unified as a Jewish community with a range of religious practices. 

· We recognize the authenticity of each other’s worship.

· We recognize that our community life encompasses all areas of Jewish civilization.

· We share a commitment “tikkun olam” : to repairing the world.

· We share an engaged commitment toward Israel.

Display:  
The concept of a display attached to a wall is the traditional way to recognize donors. For it, we have chosen a location in the front lobby where it could be attached to an existing wall.  The current space is immediately to the left of the office window with approximate dimensions of 9 feet wide by 6 feet high.  At the same time, we are open to creative proposals which could involve other locations in the building. Artists are encouraged to come to the JCA, view the proposed location and other public spaces.  Times to visit would be:

· during regular weekday office hours: Tuesday  – Friday 10:30 am – 4 pm or 
· the lobby is open weekends: Saturdays and Sundays 10 am – 12:30 pm  (closed on Sunday April 18 and all Sundays after May 17th)

Materials are up to the artist, but must be:

· affordable based on our budget

· a permanent display to start with 50 donor names and have the capacity and design to continually add new donor names over time  - (as many as 200 more names) 
· be easy and affordable to maintain

Timeframe
· Artist’s design due by June 30, 2010. 
· Final selection of winning submission will be decided by October, 2010
· Installation to be completed by January, 2011
Budget

$3,500 is the entire budget for payment to the artist for their design, fabrication and coordination of installation.

Submission Material – 

Material submitted by email only – in jpeg or pdf formats. Submission must include:
· Design rendering

· Display description (including dimensions, material proposed etc.) and artistic statement – must be in only one pdf document!

· Artist’s resume and installation experience – must be in one pdf document!

· Fabrication and installation budget

· Submit all by June 30, 2010 to ledorvador@j-c-a.org
Selection and Installation Process

There will be a committee of the JCA members who will review submissions and decide on the winning design by October, 2010. 1-2 individuals will then work with the artist to review fabrication process and coordinate installation.
