To carry on the legacy of Sinai, we plan to create an endowment fund for our Religious School.  Recognizing the important role of our Religious School in creating lifelong committed Jews, Legacy contributions to the Religious School Endowment Fund will be used primarily for two purposes:

Enrich programming in ways that will entice parents to involve their children and themselves from Kindergarten onward beyond Bar and Bat Mitzvah to Confirmation.

Minimize financial barriers to children entering and staying in Religious School.  Our graduated goals are:

1. Stabilize the fees for educating the children in our congregation.  (The costs for Religious School follow a steep rising curve.  Endowing our school will remove an increasing impediment for young families wanting to bring their children into the world of Jewish learning.)

2. Reduce the fees.  (As the endowment grows, we hope to see the fees paid by parents actually go down.)

3. Eliminate the fees.  (Our stretch goal is to remove the hurdles that make it so difficult for families to educate their children through the synagogue.  We want to open the doors of learning as wide as possible so that a Jewish future can begin and continue at Sinai for any Jewish child who seeks us in Greater Springfield.)
